It was unanimously carried.    A motion was made by Fountain to pay all current bills totaling approximately $15,736.07, Heintzelman seconded the motion, the motion unanimously carried.

· Greg Terry has increased his prices for 2025 by $50.00.  This brought up the discussion of our pricing versus other cemeteries.  Baker provided charges from other cemeteries that were smaller than ours and one that was comparable to ours.  We are on the low end of things.  After much discussion, Ross motioned to leave our plot prices as they are and raise other prices as follows below with Fountain seconding the motion.  It carried unanimously.  New prices as follows with plot prices remaining the same.:
· Full burial $650.00 and Saturday, Sunday, or Holiday $800.00
· Winter Burials (Dec 1st-Mar 31s16x16t) $800.00 and Saturday, Sunday, and Holiday $950.00
· Infant Burial $350.00 Saturday, Sunday, and Holiday $450.00
· Cremation burials size 16x16 $250.00, Saturday, Sunday, and Holiday $350.00
· Cremation burials greater than 16x16 $350.00 Saturday, Sunday, and Holiday $450
· Monument foundations 4ft=$300 and 8 ft=$450  this did not change
· Bids for logging presented for review, Baker motioned to accept the bid from Deveraux Logging out of Maple Rapids for $4250 with Fountain seconding the motion.  It carried unanimously.  
· Someone has been driving all over the new part of the cemetery and creating a mess.  Baker put a chain up to keep people off of it. 

 
NEW BUSINESS:
· Salaries discussion cost of living is 3% Baker motioned to increase all hourly and salaried wages 3% Heintzelman seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.  
· Received an email inquiring if we were interested in selling the transfer station property.  Someone wanted to build a house on it.  No one on this board was comfortable selling the property as it was an old dump at one time.  Greenhoe motioned to not sell the property with Heintzelman seconding the motion.  It carried unanimously. 
· Annual meeting will be held Wednesday, March 19, 2025, at 7:30 p.m.  Baker motioned with Heintzelman seconding the motion.  It carried unanimously.  
· County building department would like for the townships to adopt their own ordinance regarding ADU’s (Accessory Dwelling Units) and second dwellings on parcels in townships. The county will not adopt any ordinance of this type.  The board tabled any action until more research is done regarding this.  There were many questions that were presented
