The treasurer’s report presented $474.421.85 on hand plus $70,993.74 in CD’s.  A motion to accept the treasurer’s report as presented was made by Greenhoe and supported by Baker.  It was unanimously carried.    A motion was made by Fountain to pay all current bills totaling approximately $31,269.28, Heintzelman seconded the motion, the motion unanimously carried.

There is a process to updating the ordinance and it does cost for publishing and limiting how many amendments keeps it from being confusing 
· Shed cleaned, battery for mower purchased from Bush Hardware, spare keys made for shed. Teresa Baker was given a key.


NEW BUSINESS:
· Proposal presented to board for consideration from Atwood Timber & Lumber.  They will do more cuts and pay $5,000.00 and will put $1,000.00 down.  They will be able to get in sooner for less of a mess.  Greenhoe motioned to accept this bid with Heintzelman seconding the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
· DTE is looking at battery storage in Bushnell Township in 2026.  Ross would like to team up with them on ordinance for this to be in line with what they have and split the costs as well.  Heintzelman motioned to work with Bushnell on the Battery Storage ordinance and attorney fees.  Greenhoe seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously. 
· Date and time to clean out the township hall before renovations begin, July 26 and 27 be at the hall by 8:00 a.m. 
OLD BUSINESS:
· Per Commissioner Johnston, the building department hasn’t submitted anything to the commissioners yet 
· Update to the Blight Ordinance, per Commissioner Johnston, email given with final copy.  Waiting to see if the Commissioners ok it in their budget.

· Nothing to report, business as usual.  

· STANTON FIRE
· Meeting in July hoping to submit by-laws for consideration at that meeting
· Sidney Township is considering ending their contract with Stanton and having Sheridan cover their entire township.  They are not wanting to spend a bunch of money on attorney fees if there will be a merger in the near future. 
ROADS:
· Nothing to report from Heintzelman.
· Crushed concrete was deemed unfit for doing road projects it has too many metal fragments to be safe. It can be used as aggregate for building up roads but not for any primary use projects.  The township can still purchase for the cost of trucking which is $6.50 ton.  Greenhoe motioned to spend up to $30,000.00 crushed concrete.  Heintzelman seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously. They are storing some at the county pit at Vickeryville and Stanton Roads. Former transfer station offers a great place for storage but needs cleared.  Greenhoe motioned to have Dairyland Excavating up to $2,000.00 clear the former transfer station.  Heintzelman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously. 

· Road contract for Minifred Drive presented for consideration.  Heitzelman motioned to approve with Greenhoe supporting the motion. The motion carried unanimously.  
· Place a 50’ asphalt approach on Minifred Drive at Holland Lake Rd. ~ $4,189.00
