The motion carried unanimously.

Heintzelman seconded the motion.  It carried unanimously.

· SHERIDAN FIRE
· There has been approximately $20,000 in cost recovery billed out since September 2024.  Thus far, $10,000.00 has been paid and not all of it is in yet.

· STANTON FIRE
· Run sheet passed out
· The 2 grants applied for last year purchased 2 800mghz radios, purchased extraction (Jaws of Life) equipment.  They had money from last year’s grant 
· Sidney is being wishy washy regarding possible withdrawal from department.  They don’t want to have a board representative but want a representative from Sheridan Fire.  
· Still wanting to update the bylaws.  Would like it split 4 ways.  Concerns remain with spending a lot of money doing so and then the department ends up dissolving.  Motion to table decision regarding splitting attorney fees 4 ways tabled until September meeting made by Baker and supported by Fountain.  Motion carried unanimously.
